In the G.0.Ist read above, orders were issued dirceting
that the Government Servants procecding for Hajj Filerimage to
Saudi Arabia, either by ship or b% air, need not execute a bond as
directed in G.0.Ms.No.k3, P A-R.( RJIj, dated 22-1-1981 since they
are procecding on Hajj pessport.

5. The Secretary, Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committec, Madras
nas reported that certain Government servants proceeding for Hajj
Pilgrimega have represented to the Committec that when they apply
for permission/leave to the Hends of Departments concerned where
they arc cmployed, they are denied the nccessary permission ard some
Heads of Departments are insisting for exccution of a bond cventhough
thore is no need to cxecute a bond as ordered in G.0.Ms.No.209, CT&RE,
dated 28-2-84. The Sccretary, Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committee has
also stated that the Government servants proceeding for Hajj through
the Tamil Nadu State Hajj Committec are issued a Hajj Passport
_salled 'Pilgrim Pass' and they cannot go elsewhere except to Jeddsah,

Malkah and Madingh. On expiry of the prescribed period of visa
endorsed on the pilgrim's passes, they have to return to India by
the same Charter ship/flight allotted to them. As per Fundamental
Rules, the Govermment servants have to get a '"Mo Objection Certificate!
from the Head of Departments for purpose of obtaining International
Pagsport for visiting abroad or for pilgrimage. The delay in issue
of 'No Objection Certificate' by some Head of Departments to the
Hajj Pilgims is reported to have caused great difficulties ard
financial loss, since these Government Servants had to postpone
their flights/ship which is not permissible under the Rules of the
Committee, as flights are operatced on charter basis.

3. The Sceretary, Tamil Hadu State Hajj Committee has
therefore requested that general orders may be issued to all the
Heads of Departments execmptirg the Government servants proceeding
for Hajj Pilgrimage to Saudl Arabia from obtaining 'lo Objection
Certificate' from their Heads of Department.
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
